Attaching the light to your loupe

To attach your light to your loupe, turn 
your loupe upside down on a stable 
surface. Use the Connect key to tighten 
the locking screw of your Connect 
attachment. There are two mounting 
points on the bridge of the loupe frame. 
Position the light-framepart under the 
mounting points so the holes line up, 
and gently screw the light-framepart in 
place, just hand tight. Be careful not 
to let the screwdriver slip.

(This step is unnecessary if ExamVision have mounted the framepart for you). 
Light cable direction 
Except from Essential One LED, which is wireless, the light cable can 
be attached to the right or left loupe temple. For optimal balance, we 
recommend that the cable then runs around the back of your neck 
and attaches to the control unit on the opposite side.   
 
Focus™ and Essential Nano lights: 
To change the cable direction, loosen 
the small screw and gently turn the ring 
to desired position. Ensure that the ring 
touches the cable and tighten the screw.
Essential Alpha light: To change the 
cable direction, simply direct the cable 
to the right or left loupe temple. 

Replaceable cable 
Focus™ and Essential Nano lights: If your cable becomes damaged 
you can replace it easily. Please contact your local ExamVision 
dealer who can arrange a replacement.

Ensuring your light is centered correctly 

Framepart
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Belt clip  
Suitable for Focus™ Xtend control units. 
Belt clip, with ratchet rotation feature. Attach 
the belt clip to the back of the control unit using 
the glue pad provided. Slide the belt clip over 
a belt or pocket. Place the control unit so the 
cable does not catch on clothing or tools.   

Curing filter 
Suitable for Focus™ Xtend and Essential One 
and Essential Alpha lights. 
To mount the curing filter on Focus™ Xtend 
and Essential One lights, loosen the screw in 
the mounting band, slip the band into position 
on the lamp, then tighten gently. Ensure hinge 
is upward, as shown. Curing filter can now be 
flipped up and down as required.  
 
To mount the curing filter on Alpha light, attach 
the curing filter by stretching the black silicon 
band over the lamp, orienting the filter so it’s 
easy to flip it up out of the way when not required. 

Cable clips
Suitable for all light cables. 
To secure the light cable, attach cable clip to the 
loupe temple at narrowest point. Push the light 
cable gently into clip and smooth into place. 
Note: Remove carefully, to avoid damaging cable.    

Collar clip
Suitable for all light cables.
Keeps the light cable out of the way, and can be 
clipped to collar or pocket, as desired.

Headband 
Suitable for Focus™ Xtend, Essential Nano and 
Essential Alpha lights. 
Can be combined with all light sources using a 
Connect attachment.  

Universal clip-on with Connect 
Suitable for Focus™ Xtend, Essential Nano and 
Essential Alpha lights. 
Universal attachment system for lights with 
Connect attachment.

Your ExamVision loupes are a precision instrument. Do not modify or 
alter the lamp housing itself may become warm. Avoid touching the lamp 
housing during extended use at high light intensity.  
Do not use the lamp unit if the device is cold or moist.  

The LED devices have a very powerful light, do not look directly into the 
cone of the light, and do not point into the eyes of other people.  
Only use the original supplied charger, as any other charger may damage 
the electronics in the control unit.   

To obtain an optimal lifetime, always handle the devices with care.  

Do not attempt to repair the devices yourself. Should the device become 
damaged or not work properly, contact your ExamVision dealer for further help. 

Care and cleaning 
Clean with a soft cloth, and ensure all jacks and connections are free of dust 
and dirt.  

Water resistance: Your light and control unit are not designed to be 
immersed in water. Clean off any splashes immediately to avoid damaging 
your unit. 
 
Disinfection: Use only alcohol-free disinfection products, such as 
ExamVision Disinfectant Wipes (available from your ExamVision dealer).
